BACKGROUND: The Elixir of Love is a light, romantic comedy that premiered in Milan in 1832.
Even though the libretto was based on another opera that opened one year earlier, Donizetti's
music was compelling enough to generate 33 performances that year, and unlike it's
predecessor, it has been included in popular opera repertory ever since. Fort Worth Opera’s
production is set in a small American town in the early 1900’s.

STORY: Nemorino is a young peasant man who is madly in love with Adina, a rich landowner’s
daughter, but is too shy to pursue her. When another man proposes, he is moved to action and
asks the traveling quack Dulcamara for some love potion. Dulcamara hands him a disguised
bottle of cheap wine and sends him on his way. Equipped with his newly discovered “courage in a
bottle” and an unexpected inheritance, Nemorino wins her heart and her hand in marriage.
